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FOREWORD

This document has been jointly compiled by the State Electricity Commission
and member Councils of the Association of Municipal Electricity Authorities
for the use of electrical contractors, consulting engineers, architects, and
those people directly concerned with electrical installations to be connected
to supply mains throughout Victoria. Some metropolitan areas are supplied
by Local Municipal Electricity Authorities and variations as determined by
the City Electrical Engineer may apply in those areas.

The Rules embrace requirements regarding servicing arrangements, meter-
ing and control equipment and the related portions of the customer’s
installation.

It should be noted that these Rules supersede all previously existing “Supply
Authority Requirements” relating to similar matters in customers’ installa-
tions throughout Victoria.

Words and expressions defined in the Wiring Regulations have the same
meaning when used in these rules.

Any revisions of this document shall be carried out by a Joint Review Com-
mittee comprising representatives of the State Electricity Gommission and
member Gouncils of the Association of Municipal Electricity Authorities.

It is acknowledged at the time of publication of this document that it is pro-
posed to incorporate the Association of Municipal Electricity Supply Authori-
ties and change the title to Local Government Electricity Supply Association.
